This lesson plan was designed to supplement the Kids Do Care program.

LESSON PLAN: KIDS DO CARE

Aim: How can we show that we care about those who protect our country?

Objective: To engage the students in a discussion about the role of soldiers and ultimately write letters that show we appreciate what American Soldiers do.

Questions: 

1. Who protects our country?

2. Why do they protect our country?

3. Do we need protection? (Why or Why not)

4. If we did not have soldiers, what would American be like?

Discussion:

Do you know anyone who has served in the armed forces – or are now serving?

How do you feel about them serving abroad?

How do you think their families feel?

Closing:

How could you show that you care about what soldiers are doing?

Write a letter to a US soldier expressing your gratitude. (This letter will be mailed to a soldier serving abroad.)
